But store
up for yourselves treasures in heaven, where moth and rust do tratydesid where thieves do not break in and steal. For
where your treasure is, there your heart will be also.” (Matthew 6:19-21 NIV)

treasures have increased. But what about treasuring somBeopk are worth treasuring. They enrich our lives. Hedy
us grow as people. They bring joy to us. And what about God -whuml do we treasure God? The above passage from th
Gospel of Matthew brings into question what we treasure moss. pasage of Scripture comes from the famous “Sermon ol
the Mount,” a collection of the teachings of Jesus that exingdls us and our worldview. Here we are questioned not onl
aboutwhatwe treasure, but even momherewe seek that treasure. The teaching Jesus offeregmgadme kinds of treasure
either decay or can be stolen whereas other kinds of tremsucd such a quality that they are eternal. He ends dbhitey
by telling us wherever our treasure is, that is the phauere the deepest part of who we are as human beings resides. T
teaching sounds so simplistic in our first hearing, and yet, whenralgeponders its words and implications, the teaching
unlocks so much of the meaning of life. Life, in many ways, ishnike a treasure hunt. We come into the world with
nothing and we spend much of our lives seeking and acquiring. Our first pair of shodisst ®aseball glove. Our first keys
to a car. Our first home. And so it goes. We can spend our wiredein the pursuit of stuff. But what about something
and rust cannot destroy — what about God and the relationships thgé cha lives? What of hope for the future that
ensures the advancement of the Kingdom of God here on earth as it is in heaven?

St. Paul has always had a heart for supporting the least arud ths world. While we have done much in this
area, we are not at the place where ministry outreach is foomaatio everything we do. Making such outreach a
part of every small group experience will go a long way toward awakening us nao ¢inéychallenges of reaching
out, but to the joys. Regardless, we are called to be there for the least ahthiasvorld.

While many people are rightly related to the ministry of ¢harch and gain great fulfillment in using their gifts
and graces, there are far too many left wanting. | am abfeliever that God has gathered those needed to fulfill
his purposes through his church. We fall short when all persons arghtbt related to the body. I'm gratified
that we have made strides in discovering our SHAPE for minisfg have a way to go though. I'm thankful that
we have received a good number of Ministry Response Forms andHheavesponses in our database. More
persons need to respond and as they respond we need to re-double our efforts at gettmyéesad.

These are challenging goals, but then again those thingsréndbm out of scripture usually do challenge us.
Fulfillment of the Great Commission (Matthew 28), support ofltlast and last (Matthew 25), and being rightly
related to the body (I Corinthians 12) put us right where we need to be.

As we embark upon this New Year, let's seek the Lordislieg for our lives individually and for our life as a
church. And in the end may we see fruit born for God’s kingdom.

As this reality has begun to slowly dawn in my heart, | have hadrimitesponse to fall on my face and
worship. | am unworthy of such love, but God has made me worthgvel rejected and trampled on His
love time and again, but He returns and woos me back and will not let me go. Hé traveaie me and
you His treasure, the apple of His eye. You see, to God whepear| of great price that He gave all in
order to possess. All | can say is, “Thank You” and, “l love you to@, inel love you more.” This is the
essence of worship.
